Use $83.00 per hour contingent sum unit rate for Pilot Car (4x2 ½ ton truck, or any car) on all 
projects with a bid opening date after April 10, 2023. Issue an addendum on any currently 
advertising projects with a bid opening date of April 11, 2023 or later. 
 
This memorandum may be updated if the total hourly rate for Laborers Class Code S1201, as 
published in State of Alaska Pamphlet No. 600, changes by $1.00 per hour or more.
